· A draft 2009-2010 Operating Budget will be developed and presented to the KAHA Board during the June Board meeting.

· The inclusion of additional 1-Goal equipment will be considered during the budget review.

Board Specific Topics –
· American Development Model (ADM)

· John Cox, SAHA President, presented the background, foundation and outlook for the ADM to the KAHA Board.  In general, the KAHA Board accepted the concept and agreed to pursue components of the program beginning with the upcoming 2009-2010 season.

· KJ Voorhees presented a proposed plan to the Board which outlined how the ADM could be implemented into the 2009-2010 season.  The Board agreed with KJ’s proposal which will provide the foundation for planning the upcoming season.

· One key issue being considered by the Board is the need for more dedicated coaching training and the need for more coaches for this program to be successful.  Recommendations to resolve this issue need to be identified and pursued over the next few months.

· SAHA – Lila Holt

· Lila introduced herself to the Board as the SAHA Board member focused on youth programs.
· SAHA Voting

· The SAHA Board consists of 12 board members.  A specific board position is open which three individuals are being considered:  Scotty Phillips, Russ Beates and Jack Flynn.  KAHA has 479 votes to allocate against these three candidates.  Scott Ingmand will distribute the ballot to the KAHA Board and based on their voting preferences, will submit the KAHA vote to the SAHA Board by 31-May-2009.

· Fee Pre-payment Proposal

· Lisa Ingmand presented a request on behalf of a KAHA member that they be able to pre-pay their 2009-2010 hockey fees due to several family issues.  Cool Sports leadership agreed that they would work with this family directly.  Lisa will forward this direction to the family.

· Farragut Parade

· Greg Maine presented the application for the 2009 4th of July Farragut Parade.  The KAHA Board approved and Greg Maine agreed to submit the application to the parade planning committee.  A parade planning committee will need to be established.  Lisa Ingmand will submit a request to the KAHA membership seeking volunteers.

· Fundraising and Sponsorship

· The KAHA Board agreed that KAHA will sponsor two major fundraising events during the 2009-2010 season:  one Texas Hold’em tournament and a December Skate-a-thon.  The registration materials will focus efforts on these two initiatives for the year.

· Sponsorship plaques will be submitted to the KAHA sponsors during May/June.  Sponsorship banners will be generated and will be displayed within the Cool Sports facility.

· Nashville Predator Program

· KJ presented the plan for the August Nashville Predator Program.  KAHA will be responsible for paying the cost of 12 rooms for this event and Cool Sports will be providing the ice.  Advertising of this “free” event will need to begin immediately.

· Disciplinary Committee

· Scott Ingmand will forward the specific disciplinary documents from last year’s issues to John Johannes.  A disciplinary committee will need to meet to review the materials and determine next steps for one individual involved with last year’s incidents.
· Free Cross-ice Program

· John Johannes will follow-up with Kevin Earlinbacher (sp?) to determine if specific funding can be provided in support of the KAHA Cross-Ice program.
