V. Coupon Book Presentation by Dwayne Hicks with Enjoy the City

a. 40-50% profit with coupon book sales. Player’s fees account will get credit on $8 per book until program sells 500 books total, then credit will be $10 per book. 

b. For every 10 books sold player would receive cash bonus of $10.

c. Books would be sent to KAHA on consignment with $0 up front.

d. Suggested time frame for sale of coupon books is 2 to 3 weeks.

e. Money would go to KAHA account, then KAHA would write check to company minus profit.

f. There are 2 prints of coupon books per year—Spring with expiration date of June of the following calendar year (June 2011), Fall with expiration date of December of the following calendar year (December 2011).

VI. 2010-2011 Program Structure—Discussion

a. $35 fundraising fee to be added to Fall fees. Would be one- time fee regardless of whether or not player plays both House and Select/Travel. Fee would be a maximum per family of $70 ($35/ 2 players).
